According to Jayme Lippe, Paul Davis’ Remodeling Manager, the project scope will include demolition of 
the kitchen and removal of cabinets, counters, flooring and preparation for installation and construction 
work. Each year, the Paul Davis office provides help for those in need through its Restoring America 
program, an annual home improvement initiative designed to help those who cannot afford or are 
physically unable to fix up their homes.
